1. Purpose of the organization

Sport New Brunswick Inc. is a non-profit federation of sport partners primarily responsible to promote,
represent and provide services for the New Brunswick sport community. The organization is exempt
from income taxes under section 149(1)(e) of the Income Tax Act.

General

These financial statements were prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards
for not-for-profit organizations (ASNPO).

Fund accounting and revenue recognition

The Organization follows the restricted fund method of accounting and revenues are recorded
when earned.

Unrestricted revenues and expenses relating to operations of the organization are reported in
the Unrestricted Fund.

Revenue and expenses relating to capital asset replacements and upgrades are recorded in the
Capital Assets Fund.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash on hand and deposits with banks and investments in
money market instruments.

Financial instruments and risk management
Initial measurement

Upon initial measurement, the Organization's financial assets and liabilities are measured at fair
value, which, in the case of financial assets or financial liabilities that will be measured
subsequently at amortized cost, is increased or decreased by the amount of the related
financing fees and transaction costs. Transaction costs relating to financial assets and liabilities
that will be measured subsequently at fair value are recognized in operations in the year they are
incurred.

Subsequent measurement

At each reporting date, the Organization measures its financial assets and liabilities at amortized
cost (including any impairment in the case of financial assets), except for guaranteed investment
certificates which are measured at fair value.

With respect to financial assets measured at amortized cost, the Organization assesses whether
there are any indications of impairment. When there is an indication of impairment, in the
expected timing or amount of future cash flows from the financial asset, it will then recognize a
reduction as an impairment loss in operations. The reversal of a previously recognized
mpaiTTent 1958 on a financial asset measured at amortized cost is recognized in operations in
the year the reversal occurs.

Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with GAAP reguires management to
make certain estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities
and the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and
the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could
differ from these estimates.

f)  Revenue recognition

The Organization follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions. Program revenue
restricted for future period expenses are deferred and are recognized as revenue in the year in
which the related expenses are incurred using the percentage of completion method.
Unrestricted contributions are recognized as revenue when received or receivable if the amount
to be received can be reasonably estimated and collection is reasonably assured.
